Time to Calm — A few minutes in a calm space to feel better.

Help from an Adult — If things are still tricky, a teacher or adult will help you.

Big Help — If needed, you may see a senior teacher to help you feel safe and sort things out.
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We will never shout or make you feel bad — we talk it through kindly
