	Express their feelings and consider the feelings of others.

	Use new vocabulary throughout the day.
 Ask questions about traditional tales. Listen and talk about characters to develop deep familiarity with stories and new vocabulary.
 Articulate their ideas in well-formed sentences.
Start to use connectives to orally connect one idea or action to another.
Describe characters and events in some detail.
 Retell stories once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words.
 Listen carefully to rhymes and songs, paying close attention to how they sound.

 Read some common exception words matched to the Little Wandle phonic programme.
Writing
Write name independently using the correctly formed lower case letters starting to consistently use a capital at the beginning.

Form digits 0-9 correctly

Hear and begin to write initial, medial and final sounds in phase 2 and 3 words.

Model and show awareness of punctuation.

Use correct tense.

	Talk about the differences between materials and changes they notice.
 Compare properties of materials e.g. wood, brick, glass and plastic
 Draw information from a simple map- familiarise children with the name of the road, and town that school is located in.
 Draw simple maps of the environment and of story settings linked to traditional tales.

Understand the effect of changing seasons on the natural world around them. Compare Autumn and Winter.
















	To move to music with instruction, changing movements to match the tempo, pitch or dynamic of the piece.
 Watch and talk about dance and performance art, expressing their feelings and responses.
 Develop storylines in their pretend play linked to traditional tales.
  Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to express them. • Join different materials and explore different textures.
