Frame — A single image in an animation.

Onion skinning — A process where the shadow image of the previous frame is
present to help you line up the objects of the animation correctly.

Background — A non-moving image that appears behind the animated images.
Play — Press this button to make the animation start.
Sound — Music or oral effects that can be added to the animation.

Stop motion — A technique whereby the camera is repeatedly stopped and
started, for example to give animated figures the impression of movement.

Video clip — A short piece of film or animation.
