	Communication and Language
	Physical Development

	Identify and moderate their own feelings socially and emotionally. Think about emotions felt by Jack and the Giant. Encourage discussions about friendship.
Discuss the way we treat friends through role play and circle games etc.
Working together- parachute games.
Teach strategies for staying calm.  Encourage Children to wait for their turn through a range of games and activities. Explain why we take turns.
Set and work towards simple goals e.g. collecting rainbow sticks for work completed each day. 
 


	Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction texts to develop a deep familiarity with new knowledge and vocabulary.
 Explain new vocabulary, such as root, shoot and seedling.
 Listen and talk about characters to develop a deep familiarity with stories and new vocabulary. 
Articulate their ideas in well-formed sentences.
Start to use connectives to orally connect one idea or action to another e.g. because, but, when, first, next, then.
 Use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activities, and to explain how things work and why they might happen.

	Fine Motor Skills
Form all letters correctly.
 Use a range of small tools, including scissors, paintbrushes and cutlery
Hold small items, button clothing, cut with increasing accuracy with scissors.


Gross Motor Skills

 Progress towards a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace.

 Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing e.g. team games, ball games, building a castle for the giant etc.

Unit 11 Number bonds to 10
This unit explores the vital building block for understanding number bonds to 10.

Unit 12- Subtraction
This unit builds on the concept of number bonds to 10, this time focusing on subtraction number bonds.

Unit 13-Exploring Patterns
This unit focuses on looking at patterns. Understanding pattern is one of the main foundations of all mathematics learning.

Unit 14-Counting on and counting back
The focus in this unit on counting on to add and counting back to subtract will give children good foundation skills for the addition and subtraction strategies they will meet in Year 1, in particular the strategy of using a number line to add and subtract.

Unit 15-Numbers to 20
In this unit, children will explore numbers from 10 to 20 for the first time. Once confident, children will apply this new knowledge to previously taught concepts, such as comparing, representing and finding one more and one less and understanding that more will mean counting on, with the answer going up, and less will mean counting back, with the answer going down.







	Comprehension
Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary.
Retelling familiar stories.


Word Reading
Blend sounds into words so that they can read short words made up of known letters.
 Read some common exception words matched to Read,Write,Inc phonic programme.
Start to read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter-sound correspondences and, where necessary, a few exception words.
Writing
Form all lower case letters correctly and start to form some capital letters.
 Blend sounds into words, so that they can write short words made up of letter-sound correspondences.

	Vocabulary

	Understand the effect of changing seasons on the natural world around them. Look at the characteristics of Spring.
Children plant beans and understand the life cycle of a bean. Observe a range of dried beans.
Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary e.g. shoot, root, seedling etc
 Recognise some environments that are different to the one in which they live- Handa’s Surprise
 Describe what they see, hear and feel whilst outside. Children observe and draw plants and minibeasts.
Children observe changes in trees throughout the year. Understand that some trees never lose their leaves.
Identify and name a variety of fruits and vegetables.


	Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.
 Develop storylines in their pretend play.
 Develop and represent ideas through drawing and collaging plants and trees.
